Command of Faith

Luke 10.19

Jesus delegated His authority to the church.

He gave the church the same command that was given to the disciples earlier – Matthew 10.1,5-8

During His ministry He had shown them how to exercise authority through practical examples.

We need to change our vocabulary (idle words and figures of speech) – we are taken by the words we speak  - 

“You are snared by the words of your mouth; You are taken by the words of your mouth” Proverbs 6.2

“But I say to you that for every idle word men may speak, they will give account of it in the day of judgement. For by your words you  will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned.” Matthew 12.36-37

We need to change the way we pray; 

We need to begin operating in the authority invested in us over demons, sickness and disease, circumstances and speak a command of authority

Jesus will NOT DO ANYTHING about the devil in your life.  All that HE WILL DO has already BEEN DONE.

2 Corinthians 12.7-9 – Paul's thorn

· Paul was receiving amazing revelation from God.  The devil came at him to attack him and bring him down (lest he be exalted).

· Three times Paul pleaded with God to take it away – but God didn't

· “My grace is sufficient for you” - all that I will do has already been done

· “My strength is made perfect in weakness” - God's power is at its most effective when you deal with it.
