Revelation 12.11

testimony = an true report, accurate record, witness account

Truth And Integrity Are Vital For Authority.

Many have trouble believing that God is true to His word because they know that they are not true to their own word.

Children learn this quickly – 

· Bad parenting threatens them with words which we have no intention of keeping.  So they push the boundaries to see how far we will go.

· We tell them stories and fables – monsters under the bed, bogey-man, santa and easter bunnies.  Even when they ask outright whether these are real, they get the answer yes.

God is truth –  a lying tongue is an abomination to Him.

The words we speak are very important, have great significance.

James 3.3-5  -  Our words chart the course of our lives.

Matthew 12.34-36

What we really believe will be evidenced by the words we speak.

Men will give account for every idle word
