GIVING IN THE NEW TESTAMENT 2

In this study we will look at what was given in the New Testament.

1.  People

Infants were given and dedicated to the Lord.  Luke 1.59 ; Luke 2.22-24

Epaproditus was given by the Philippi church to minister to Paul’s needs.  Philippians 2.25-30

All Christians gave themselves to the Lord and His service

2.  Alms

Alms giving (or charity) was an important part of giving in the New Testament.

Acts 9.36-39 : Dorcas did many charitable deeds, giving clothing which she had made

Acts 10.2-4 : Cornelius gave alms generously

Acts 11.27-30 : Aid was sent from the church at Antioch to the saints in Judea.

3.  Food

Acts 6.1-2 : Apart from possible food parcels sent as aid, providing food and meals for the widows was a daily activity in the early church.

4.  Money

Mark 12.41-42 : Jesus observed those that gave their offerings

1 Corinthians 16.2 :  Paul gives instruction to the church about the giving of collections

Philippians 4.10-19 : The church in Philippi sent gifts to Paul time after time to meet his needs.  It was because of this giving that they received the promise that God would meet all their needs

5.  Possessions

Acts 4.32 : The people gave their possessions and shared them among all the saints in the church

Acts 4.34-37 : Other possessions such as houses and land were sold and the money brought to the apostles.

6.  Tithe

Matthew 23.23 ; Luke 11.42 : Jesus told the Pharisees that they ought to pay their tithes without neglecting other matters

1 Corinthians 16.2 :  In this verse we read of proportionate giving.
