The Glory of God

John 15. 8


Holiness is a fruit or the result of abiding in Jesus (see

previous weeks study)  God gets the glory when we live holy

lives.  For this reason we should want to live as holy as 

possible in order that God is glorified when we bring forth

much fruit. 
Philippians 1. 9-11
The glory and praise of God should be what motivates us to live through Jesus sincere, righteous and holy lives, without

offence.

The Love of Christ

2 Corinthians 5. 14-15
Jesus loves us and that should be enough to motivate us to

live the kind of life that would be pleasing to Him.  We do not

want to hurt or grieve the ones we love.  Jesus also died and

gave His life for us.  His love constrains us.

1 John 4. 19 - 5. 3

Because He loved us first we love Him in return and do those

things that He commands
The Mercies of God

Romans 12. 1-2

In his letter to the Romans, Paul urges us by the mercies of

God that we present our lives as sacrifices, holy and

acceptable to God.  This is the very least we can do.  We are

also exhorted to live transformed lives by renewing the way

we think according to God’s ways.

Because God has shown us His mercy, we ought to keep as

far from sin as possible, living in holiness and godliness.
