Manifestation of the Sons of God - 4

Sons Are Heirs

Romans 8.17

“and if children, then heirs – heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified together”

Last time we saw that the Holy Spirit gives us the assurance (inner witness in our spirit) that NOW we are the children (sons) of God.  He continues with this thought by saying that if we are children then we are heirs.  

Heirs of God, joint-heirs with Jesus – all that belongs to God and is promised to Jesus is ours as well.

Galatians 3.16-19

God gave promises to Abraham and his Seed – this is Jesus.   

· Isaac was the seed of Abraham – but God promised Abraham he would be the father of many nations and every family of the earth would be blessed because of Abraham (Genesis 12.3).  

· These promises were promises of blessing.  They are not based on the Law, if they were, then the promise would be made 'of no effect' (vs17-18).  The Law came with curses for those who would not keep it – but there is no curse attached to promises.

· We are blessed with Abraham by faith in Jesus, who is the Seed (see Galatians 3.9).

Galatians 3.26-29

· We are sons through faith in Jesus – As many as receive Jesus are given the right (authority) to become the children (sons) of God, to those who believe (have faith) in His name (John 1.12).

· There is no longer any segregation (v28), we are all children of God, made one in Christ Jesus.

· We are joint-heirs with Jesus, because we too are Abraham's seed. We are heirs according to the promise.

Galatians 4.1-7

· We've been redeemed from the Law (v5) (see also Galatians 3.13) and have been adopted as sons

· Because we have been made sons we are no longer slaves (v7).  We have been freed from the bondage we were under (v3)

· Because we are sons we are also made heirs of God.

Hebrews 6.17-18

· God has confirmed His promise with an oath.  He swore by Himself (v13)

· God has given us these two immutable things to prove to us that God will not lie or deceive us nor change His purpose or plan for us (see Amp).

“Accordingly God also, in His desire to show more convincingly and beyond doubt to those who were to inherit the promise the unchangeableness of His purpose and plan, intervened (mediated) with an oath.  This was so that, by two unchangeable things [His promise and His oath] in which it is impossible for God ever to prove false or deceive us, we who have fled [to Him] for refuge might have mighty indwelling strength and strong encouragement to grasp and hold fast the hope appointed for us and set before [us]”  (Heb 6.17-18, Amp)

· We have these things that we might have strong consolation (encouragement) to grasp and lay hold of that to which we are heirs of.

2 Peter 1.4

We are sons of God and heirs of  'exceedingly great and precious promises'.  Through these promises we partake of (and share in) God's nature & glory.

Hebrews 1.14

· The angels of God are ministering spirits (servants) sent out to help, assist and minister to those who are the heirs of salvation.

· The angels of God serve the sons – JBP “Surely the angels are no more than spirits in the service of God, commissioned to serve the heirs of God's salvation”

· We need to give the angels something to do, like we would to a servant.

· The angels see to it that the confession of our faith is brought to pass.  We need to proclaim the promises of our inheritance.
