Motive of Prayer vs5

Prayer is not to be seen, heard or for show.  

In this study we are talking about personal prayer - there is a place for corporate prayer.

Place of Prayer vs6

Private prayer should be in the secret place.

‘Shut the door’, shut out ALL distractions – people, phone, TV

Purposeful prayer – set the time aside, be determined to pray, no distractions, have set petitions. 

Language of Prayer vs7-8

Prayer should be simple, not lengthy, non-repetitious, non-rote, specific

Structure of Prayer vs9-13

These are guidelines to help us pray

Our prayer should include the following:

· Worship and Thanksgiving (vs9)

· Submission to the Lordship of Jesus (vs10) - “thy Reign begin” (Moffatt)

· Revelation of the Will of God (vs10) – through His Word

· Daily Provision of Needs / Petitions (vs11)

· Forgiveness of our sins (vs12)

· Forgiving (vs12) – Love, Compassion

· Protection from the enemy (vs13)

· Praise (vs13) – releases faith
