Studies in Book of Revelation: 15

The Seven Dooms – Part 2

Revelation 19. 17-21

Before we studied the Glorious Appearing of Jesus we had looked at the first two dooms.  We now continue to look at the next two of the seven dooms.

3. The Doom of the Beast and False Prophet  (Revelation 19.20)

At the return of Jesus with the armies of Heaven, we find the armies and allies of antichrist have gathered in the Valley of Megiddo.  They are ready for the greatest battle that man has ever known.  The end of this battle results in the third and fourth dooms coming to pass.

Battle of that Great Day of God Almighty (Battle of Armageddon)

The Valley of Megiddo has been a place where many battles have been fought, it is itself a natural battleground.  

We noted in an earlier study (Revelation 16.14; Study 12 – The Seven Bowl Judgements [Sixth Bowl]) some of the battles that have been fought there:

· Barak defeated the Canaanites here (Judges 4.15-16; 5.19)

· Gideon defeated the Midianites at Jezreel in the Valley of Megiddo (Judges 7)

· Saul, Ahaziah and Josiah all died in battle in this valley (1 Samuel 31.1-4; 2 Kings 9.27; 2 Kings 23.29)

· Napoleon marched through this valley on his way to Syria

· Christian Crusaders, Saracens, Turks and Arabs and many more have used this valley as a camp on the way to battles

However this site is just one site among the battles that will be fought.  The term Battle literally means war, which will consist of several battles in Holy Land. The Battle will begin in Edom and then it is likely to move to Valley of Megiddo, moving on to the Valley of Jehoshaphat before finishing in Jerusalem.

Battle of Edom

Isaiah 63.1

Jesus will first go to Edom and soil His garments in a battle in which He will rescue those Israelites that have been persecuted by antichrist and his armies.

Battle of Valley of Megiddo

When we were studying the Seven Bowls we saw that the great River Euphrates is dried up which enables the armies of the East to converge on Israel to battle against antichrist.  Then we saw that three frog-like demonic spirits deceive these armies and gather them together to fight against Jesus at the Valley of Megiddo. (Revelation 16.12-16)

The true horror of this battle is described in Ezekiel 39.17-22.

Jesus meets the armies of antichrist and his allies here and He kills them with the sword that proceeds out of His mouth.

Battle of Valley of Jehoshaphat

Revelation 14.14-20 tells of the reaping of the harvest – this is referred to in Joel 3.1-2,9-17.   In the Valley of Jehoshaphat (the Valley of Decision) the Lord will put in the sickle and tread the winepress of God’s wrath.  The blood flows out of the press as high as horses bridles for 1600 furlongs = 200 miles (1 furlong is 660ft).  

The site of this Valley is probably the Kidron Valley located between Jerusalem and the Mt of Olives.  It is here that Jesus will stand and the mountain will split in two (Zechariah 14.3-5). From here Jesus will go into Jerusalem (through the Golden Gate? – this is currently bricked up).

Battle of Jerusalem

The final battle in this war will be held at Jerusalem.  Antichrist and what is left of his army will converge on Jerusalem.  For one last final time satan tries to destroy the city and its inhabitants but Christ comes in and delivers her – Zechariah 12.1-9.

When the antichrist died and came alive again, it was satan himself that brought him back to life and indwelt him.  The Beast (Antichrist) and the False Prophet are captured, at this point satan comes out of antichrist and is himself captured (Rev 20.1-2).  The  Beast and False Prophet are then cast alive into the lake of Fire.  Satan is bound and cast into the bottomless pit for the duration of the Millennial Reign.

4. The Doom of the Anti-Christian Nations  (Revelation 19.21)

All those who died in the ‘Battle of that Great Day of God Almighty’ are left lying on the battlegrounds.  This would normally have resulted in a great stench and pestilence as the bodies decay under the Eastern sun.  So God prepared ahead that all the birds of the air will feed on their bodies (vs 17-18).  At this great ‘supper’ the birds were filled.

This is described in Ezekiel 39.1-22  (see verses 4, 17-20).

This doom will also bring to pass the words of Jesus in Matthew 24.27-28:

“For as the lightning comes from the east and flashes to the west, so also will the coming of the Son of Man be.  For wherever the carcass is, there the eagles will be gathered together. “
