5. The Doom of Gog & Magog    (Revelation 20.7-9)
At the end of the Millennial Reign satan is released from the bottomless pit for a short while.   

Even though he has spent 1000 years incarcerated in his prison, he is still as wicked and bent on the destruction of Christ as he ever was.

He will go out to the four corners of the earth, through all the nations to deceive those that he can.   

Gog & Magog are not meant to be interpreted as literal countries and are not to be confused with the references in Ezekiel 38 & 39.  Gog was generally accepted to be a king and his kingdom was known as Magog (Ezekiel 38.2).  These two chapters detail an invasion from the Northern countries (Russia and a few others) against Israel.  However it is not these nations that are referred to in Revelation 20.  Close examination of the Ezekiel passages and the events of the end-times reveal two separate battles.  In these verses Gog and Magog are a reference to all those unregenerate people who have lived during the Millennial Reign.  They are deceived by satan and ally with him against Christ and His saints.

In our last lesson we saw a prophecy (in Isaiah 65.20) that the lifespan of those ‘wicked’ will be limited to 100 years during the 1000 years. Those born during the Millennial Reign will still be born with a sin nature, even though it will be a time of peace, righteousness, and satan bound. They will still be required to receive Christ in order to be saved.  Those who don’t will die when they reach 100 years of age.

We can therefore assume that those who are deceived by satan when he is loosed will be those born in the final 100 years of the Millennial Reign.

These unregenerate from every nation of the world are collectively called Gog & Magog.  In Ezekiel, Gog & Magog were judged by God and wiped out.  In Revelation it says that Gog & Magog are gathered together to battle, they surround the Holy city (Jerusalem). Then it says that fire came down from God in heaven and devours them all.

6. Satan’s Doom    (Revelation 20.10)

At this time satan is evidently captured again, and he is cast into the lake of fire to join the beast and the false prophet.  This is his doom, this lake of fire has been prepared for him and his fallen angels (Matthew 25.41).   For millennia he has deceived and tempted man, destroyed and stolen from him – but now no more.

This verse also reveals to us that the torment of the lake of fire is eternal.  Believers will enjoy eternal life but the unbelievers are subject to eternal torment as is the devil.

7. Great White Throne Judgement – Doom of the Wicked Dead    (Revelation 20. 11-15)
One thing that must be said at the start of our study of the Great White Throne judgement is that it is for unbelievers only.  The Scriptures state that those who stand before God are the “dead, small and great” – it doesn’t matter how good or bad these unsaved people were in life, how great, how mighty or how insignificant, rich or poor.  They all stand on level ground before God. 

The Great White Throne will not be on the earth, for the Great White Throne Judgment will take place during the "Renovation of the Earth By Fire," which is reserved or kept until the time of that Judgment, which Peter calls "the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men" (2. Pet. 3:7).

The wicked dead from every age will be resurrected and stand before God.  The sea gave up the dead, death and Hades gave up the dead (v13)

“…and books were opened” (v12)

The ‘books’ will be opened in which the recording angel has kept a record of every person's life, and they will be judged every man ‘according to their works’. Some will be sentenced to a more severe punishment than others, but none will escape. The worst of all is, that those who were not so bad must spend Eternity with the ungodly in the Lake of Fire.

“And another book was opened, which is the Book of Life”  (v12)

Anyone whose name was found written in this book was cast into the lake of fire (v15).  This is the doom of the wicked dead.

God does not send these people to the lake of fire, as is often thought by the ungodly.  ‘How can a God of love send people to hell?’ they ask.  The truth is that unless they receive Christ and have their names written in the Lamb’s Book of Life they, by default, condemn themselves to hell  (John 3.16-18;  Mark 16.16)

In this Judgment ‘Death’ and ‘Hades’ are personified.   By ‘Death’ we are to understand the ‘grave’ which holds the body until the Resurrection;   ‘Hades’ is the compartment of the underworld or Hell where the souls of the wicked dead remain until the resurrection of the wicked.    Paul writes in 1 Corinthians 15.26 that Death is the last enemy to be destroyed

That both Death and Hell are cast into the lake of fire signifies that death and sin will not be found on the New Earth.
