Studies in Book of Revelation: 19

Farewell Testimony

Revelation 22. 6-21

1.  Verse 6 takes us back to the very first verses of Revelation, where John is told the purpose of the vision – it is the revelation of Jesus to reveal those ‘things which must shortly take place’.

2.  For the second time, we see John falling down to worship the angel (vs9) but is forbidden.  This just serves to remind us that the only one worthy of our worship is the Lord Himself – not man nor angel.

3.  Three times in these last few verses of Revelation we find the words of Jesus, “I am coming quickly” (vss 7, 12, 20) – we need to be ready for His return.

On each of these occasions we are reminded that:

· We are blessed if we keep the words of the prophecy (message) of this book.  This may be an allusion to the Rapture – I am coming quickly… to take you to Myself

· He will reward each one according to his work – I am coming quickly… to reward you for all that you have done

· We will have a place in the holy city, and life on God’s new earth – I am coming quickly… so that you will be with Me forever

4.  We also read the following words of Jesus.

(v13)  “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End, the First and the Last” – Jesus is our all in all.  

(v16)  “I am the Root and the Offspring of David” – Jesus is the Messiah, the Christ.

          “I am the Bright and Morning Star” – He is the Lord of Glory, God Himself

5.  These last few verses also contain the last warning to man.  This is one of the most awesome challenges in the Word of God about tampering with the Holy Scripture.  This is not a reference to Bible believing Christians who mistakenly mis-translate  it or inadvertently misrepresent it, but rather a warning to those who ridicule it, detract from it and cast doubt on it. 

6.  Verse 17 makes it perfectly clear that salvation is a matter of an individuals will – whoever will may come.
