Seven Signs of John’s Gospel 1

John 20.30-31

· Not everything Jesus did and said is recorded in John’s Gospel.

· What there is has been written ‘that we might believe that Jesus is the Christ’

· A sign points to something – these signs that are written point to who Jesus is, to bring us to the point of believing in Him.

· Johns Gospel is also known as the Gospel of Belief – that is one of the main reasons we get new Christians to start reading John

There are seven signs – a significant number, the number of wholeness, these signs reveal the whole nature of Jesus.  There are also seven I AM sayings in John.

1. Water in to Wine

2. Healing of the Nobleman’s Son

3. Healing of the man at Pool of Bethesda

4. Feeding of Five Thousand

5. Jesus Walking on Water

6. Healing of the Man Born Blind

7. Raising to Life of Lazarus

Water Turned Into Wine.   John 2.1-11

(v11)  This miracle that took place is the beginning of the signs.  In which Jesus manifested (revealed and made known) His glory.  There is also something significant about the first mention in the Bible.

We learn several things about who Jesus is from this first sign.

Master of Every Situation.

· The young couple had got themselves in a very embarrassing situation, in fact it was considered to be a social disgrace – they ran out of wine.

· Jesus’ mother Mary was confident that Jesus was able to help and so brings the problem to Him

· Jesus steps in to the situation and produces the best wine.

Whatever and however bad our situation is if we bring it to Jesus, we’ll find Him to be the Master of every situation.

He Commands with a Word.

· Whatever He says do it – this is sound advice from Mary and one which we would do well to heed.

· There were no discussion groups or think-tanks.  They were not trying to come up with ideas (even though they may have done prior to Jesus involvement). Jesus knew what to do and He gave the command and the servants obeyed.

· He sends His word (Psalm 107.20) and heals, delivers, sets free etc

When we are in trouble, do not try and work it out for yourself – know that Jesus knows what to do. Go straight to God’s Word and believe and act on it – whatever He says do it, it will get us out of the problem.

What He does is the Very Best

· The quality of the wine that was produced in this miracle was far superior to anything that the MC had ever drunk.

· One of the things I like about Jesus, is that what He does is the best.  It says of Him in Mark 7.37 “He has done all things well”

· He does not patch up, repair or even do half jobs.  He re-creates, makes new, (see 2 Corinthians 5.17)

Religion and Religious Acts Do Not Save 

The stone waterpots were used for ceremonial washings (see Mark 7.3-4), they are a sign of religion and religious acts.  The water was supposed to have cleansed but could only cleanse the outside.  Jesus cleanses us inside.

Religion cannot save us, our salvation is not of works but of grace.

It is interesting to note that Jesus turned the water into wine, a symbol of Jesus blood, it is only by His blood that we can be clean.

He needs to be invited

· One of the greatest things to have happened at this wedding was that Jesus was invited. This was the wedding of a family member or very close personal friends of Jesus’ family. His mother was present, Jesus had been invited, so had His disciples.  Normal invitations would go out to Jesus and guest, not guests.

Jesus makes the difference but we need to invite Him in.

Whatever the situation is that we are in – invite Jesus in to it so that He can be Master of it and reveal His glory.
