Seven Signs of John’s Gospel 2

John 20.30-31

· Not everything Jesus did and said is recorded in John’s Gospel.

· What there is has been written ‘that we might believe that Jesus is the Christ’

· A sign points to something – these signs that are written point to who Jesus is, to bring us to the point of believing in Him.

· Johns Gospel is also known as the Gospel of Belief – that is one of the main reasons we get new Christians to start reading John

There are seven signs – a significant number, the number of wholeness, these signs reveal the whole nature of Jesus.  There are also seven I AM sayings in John.

1. Water in to Wine

2. Healing of the Nobleman’s Son

3. Healing of the man at Pool of Bethesda

4. Feeding of Five Thousand

5. Jesus Walking on Water

6. Healing of the Man Born Blind

7. Raising to Life of Lazarus

Healing of the Noblemans Son.   John 4.46-54

(v54)  This is the second of the signs that are recorded in John’s Gospel.

We saw from the first sign that:

· Jesus is the Master of every Situation

· He Commands With a Word

· What He Does is the Very Best

· Religion Cannot Save Us but Jesus Can

· He Needs to be Invited in to our Lives.

That brings us to the things we learn about Jesus in this second sign:

He Wants Us To Ask Him.

· The nobleman came to Jesus and implored Him to come and heal his son.

Whatever and however bad our situation we need to bring it to Jesus.  He wants us to ask Him for the things that we need.  He will not just step in uninvited and interfere in our affairs.  We must ask

He Know the True Heart of Man.

· Jesus revealed what was in the heart of the man – you will not believe unless you see signs and wonders.

We cannot hide anything from Jesus, He knows our hearts – and He also knows how best to deal with us.

He Tests our Faith

· The nobleman continued to press Jesus to come and heal His son.

· Jesus responds with a command “Go your way, your son lives”

· The nobleman goes His way believing the word.

It doesn’t matter how many times we ask God to do something, we have to come to the point where our faith is put to the test.  Jesus will present us with the answer - are we going to believe or not.

In His teaching on prayer and faith (Mark 11.22-24) we are told (v24) “whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them and you will have them”

The nobleman’s response at this point was crucial.  He had the choice to either leave the scene and go home believing that what Jesus said would happen or stay and continue to ask Jesus to heal his son, which would be an act of blatant unbelief.

Jesus Responds to Faith 

· As the nobleman left and went home, Jesus responded to his faith by healing his son.  

· Messengers from the house came to meet him with the news

The healing did not occur after the nobleman had got home, it happened at the point of his faith, as he left.  (v53) “at the same hour in which Jesus said to him, ‘your son lives’”

Distance Is No Difficulty to Jesus

· The nobleman came to Jesus for His son

· Jesus did not go down to his house and lay hands on him

· Jesus spoke the healing word and the boy was healed

Another thing that this sign shows us about Jesus is that distance and space are no difficulty for Him.  This should encourage us to pray for those who are not local to us.  We can bring problems and situations to him that are on the other side of the world.
