Seven Signs of John’s Gospel 5

Jesus Walks On Water.   John 6.15-21

Much of this miracle centres around the disciples but our focus for these studies is on what we can learn from and about Jesus.  The other Gospels but Matthew in particular (Matthew 14.25-31) give us extra information eg.  Peter walking on the sea, which I am not going to look at as I want to keep to John’s Gospel

Jesus Perceives The Heart Of Man   (v15)

· This event takes place right on the back of the Feeding of 5000.  

· When the multitudes saw how He had fed them they wanted to seize Him and make Him King and Jesus knew this.

· We often think that because Jesus is God, that He was able to perform these miracles, and He knew the heart of man.  This is not the case – Although Jesus was God, when He came to earth He could not operate as God.  He had to live and operate as a man – it would have been illegal for Him to do it any other way.  He had to defeat the devil as a man so that we could have the legal authority to do the same.  

· Jesus relied on the Holy Spirit to lead Him and guide Him

· Jesus had the anointing of the Holy Spirit

· Jesus knew this by a word of wisdom imparted to Him by the Holy Spirit

· It was not His time – Jesus had to follow His Fathers plan. Had he received their honour it would have destroyed the Father’s plan of salvation.

His Fellowship With His Father Was The Most Important Thing  (v15)
· He departs to the mountain to be alone to pray

Everything that Jesus said and did came from the Father. He needed to hear from and speak with His Father - This was the most important thing in His life

Jesus Walks On The Water  (v19)

· Here we see Jesus power over natural things.  He walks on the boisterous waves.

· There is no storm that He is not Master of

He Draws Near To The Struggling Disciples  (v19-20)

· Whatever situation we go through He is always near

· His word brings comfort, healing and joy

· His presence allays every fear
