Seven Signs of John’s Gospel 6

Healing of The Man Born Blind.   John 9.1-38

Jesus the Master of Misfortune

Here we have the miracle of Jesus healing a man who had the misfortune of being blind from birth.  

Whatever misfortune might befall us, Jesus is Master over it

The Compassionate Christ (3)

· Disciples – they saw him as a subject for Theological discussion (2)

· Neighbours – they saw him just as a beggar, a social nuisance, dependent on their generosity (8)

· Pharisees – they see him just as a tool for their own means, a prosecution witness to incriminate and trap Jesus (24)

· Jesus – He viewed him as a man who was in need of His help

No matter what others think of you, or how they see you – Jesus loves you

Jesus Was Dedicated To Fulfilling His Father’s Will (3-4)

· His Father had sent Him

· He was doing His Fathers will

· He was doing what needed to be done while there was an opportunity – the time was coming when He would be unable to work

· Jesus was manifesting the goodness of God in people’s lives

The goodness of God will never be made known to people unless we work while we have the opportunity.

The Light of the World (5)

· Jesus said that while He was in the world He was the light of the World.

· He was exposing darkness and bringing them to the light

Jesus is still in the world – He lives through you and me.  We are to be the lights of the world.  Let your light burn brightly and not grow dim

Jesus the Non-Conformist (6)

· Jesus did not conform to people’s traditional expectations

· He did not follow set ideas or methods

· Jesus did what was necessary at the moment

Jesus Actions Demanded An Active Faith Response

· He anointed the eyes of the blind man to prompt an active faith response

· The man went and washed – and came back seeing

Jesus The Welcoming Friend (35)

· The man had been thrown out and rejected

· Jesus sought him out and found Him

· He receives all that come to Him and not cast them out

‘The Son of Man has come to seek and to save the lost’ 

Jesus Is God (38)

· Jesus receives worship from the man

At the end of this episode the man arrives at the pinnacle of his belief – Lord I believe – and he worships Him.  He had received his physical sight and now he receives his spiritual sight.
